ITEM 8.01. Other Events.
 
On June 30, 2005, Bank of America Corporation (“Bank of America”) and MBNA Corporation (the “Corporation”) announced they had signed an Agreement and Plan of
Merger dated as of June 30, 2005 (the “Merger Agreement”). The Merger Agreement has been approved by the Boards of Directors of Bank of America and the Corporation
and is subject to customary closing conditions, including regulatory and the Corporation stockholders’ approvals. Closing is expected in the fourth quarter of 2005.
 
MBNA America Bank, National Association (“MBNA”) is a principal wholly-owned subsidiary of the Corporation. MBNA is the seller and servicer of the MBNA Master
Credit Card Trust II (“Master Trust II”) whose assets consist primarily of credit card receivables arising in a portfolio of consumer revolving credit card accounts. MBNA is
also the originator of the MBNA Credit Card Master Note Trust whose primary asset is the collateral certificate, Series 2001-D, which represents an undivided interest in
Master Trust II.
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
