Trustee under the Indenture), to which Indenture and all indentures supplemental thereto reference is hereby made for a statement
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of the respective rights thereunder of the Company, the Trustee and the Holders of the Notes, and the terms upon which the Notes are, and are to be, authenticated and delivered.
 

The Company hereby covenants for the benefit of the Holders of the Notes, to the extent permitted by applicable law, not to claim voluntarily the benefits of any laws
concerning usurious rates of interest against a Holder of the Notes.
